1. Create a short, creative title for your illustrated graph.


2. State the title of your original graph. 


3. Describe what your graph shows and why it is significant.


4. Explain the relationship between the illustration and the underlying scientific data. In other words, tell the story that your image conveys about the data. You are encouraged to point out specific features such as how you used the line of the original graph, why you opted for certain artistic choices, etc. 


5. Describe why you were inspired to use this particular graph/data set. Explain any personal connections to the graph/data.


6. Provide a link to the source of the original graph that viewers can visit to learn more.
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
